INTRODUCTION: 

Pingali Venkayya was an Indian freedom fighter and the designer of the Indian National Flag. Born on 

August 2, 1876, in Bhatlapenumarru, Andhra Pradesh, he was also known as “Diamond Venkayya” and 

"Patti Venkayya" 

SERVICES OF THE PERSONALITY: 

Venkayya’s journey to designing the flag began during his time in the British Indian Army, where he 

served in South Africa during the Second Boer War. It was there that he realized the importance of having 

a national flag for India1. He presented his design to Mahatma Gandhi in 1921, which included red and 

green stripes representing Hindus and Muslims, respectively. On Gandhi’s suggestion, a white stripe was 

added to represent all other communities in India

BRIEF HISTORY OF GREAT MATHEMATICIAN NIELS HENRIK ABEL 
 

Niels Henrik Abel was a brilliant Norwegian mathematician born on August 5, 1802, on the island of Finnøy, near 

Stavanger, Norway. Despite facing significant financial hardships and personal challenges, Abel made 

groundbreaking contributions to mathematics. 

Abel is best known for his work on the impossibility of solving the general quintic equation in radicals, a problem 

that had remained unsolved for over 250 years. His proof, published in 1824, was a monumental achievement in the 

field of algebra. 

In addition to his work on quintic equations, Abel made significant advancements in the theory of elliptic functions 

and introduced what are now known as Abelian functions2. His contributions laid the groundwork for many areas 

of modern mathematics. 

Tragically, Abel’s life was cut short when he died of tuberculosis on April 6, 1829, at the young age of 26. Despite his 

brief career, his work has had a lasting impact, and the prestigious Abel Prize in mathematics is named in his honor.
