Here are some captivating objectives for a 

historical field trip to ancient temples 

HISTORY OF THE TEMPLE: 

Uma Koppulingeswara Swamy Temple is a revered shrine located in the village of 

Palivela in the East Godavari district of Andhra Pradesh, some fascinating details about 

this ancient temple: 

ORIGIN : 

★ The temple’s idol installation was carried out by the revered sage Maharshi 

Agastya. 

★ The presiding deity is Sri Uma Koppulingeswara Swamy, who is also known 

as Lord Agasteshwara Swami. 

★ The temple is situated in the route between Rajahmundry and 

Amalapuram, near Kothapeta( palivela) 

HISTORICAL SIGNIFICANCE: 

◆ In the past, this pilgrimage center gained fame as one of the sacred sites in 

the Bhima Mandalam. 

◆ The original name of the village was Palvalapuram. 

◆ The temple stands on the banks of the Kowsiki River, which has since 

disappeared underground. 

◆ The Lord was initially called Agasteswara and later became known as 

Koppulingeswara. 

◆ Annual Celebrations: 

◆ The Kalyana Mahotsavam (marriage festival) of Lord Sri Uma Koppeswara 

Swamy takes place on Mahasivarathri (Maga Bahula Ekadasi Day) every 

year. 

◆ The Radhotsavam (Chariot Festival) also occurs on Mahasivarathri. 

◆ Visitors from far and wide come to witness these auspicious events. 

◆ The temple premises still house several mantapams, including the Kalyana 

Mandapam renovated by Raja Raja Narendra in the 11th century1. 

UNIQUE FEATURE: 

◆    Sri Koppulingeshwara Swami appears alongside Goddess Uma Devi on 

the same peetham (platform) within the temple2. 
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◆ If you’re ever in the vicinity, consider visiting this sacred temple to 

experience its spiritual ambiance and rich history
