INTRODUCTION:

Pingali Venkayya was an Indian freedom fighter and the designer of the Indian National Flag. Born on
August 2, 1876, in Bhatlapenumarru, Andhra Pradesh, he was also known as “Diamond Venkayya” and
"Patti Venkayya"

SERVICES OF THE PERSONALITY:

Venkayya’s journey to designing the flag began during his time in the British Indian Army, where he
served in South Africa during the Second Boer War. It was there that he realized the importance of having
a national flag for Indial. He presented his design to Mahatma Gandhi in 1921, which included red and
green stripes representing Hindus and Muslims, respectively. On Gandhi’s suggestion, a white Stripe was
added to represent all other communities in India

BRIEF REPORT

Introduction

The National Service Scheme (NSS) unit of Viswakavi Vemana Government Degree
College, Kothapeta, has long been a beacon of civic responsibility and youth empowerment
in the Konaseema region. In alignment with its mission to foster environmental
consciousness and cultural preservation, the NSS volunteers undertook a remarkable
initiative during the Ganesh Chaturthi festival: the preparation and free distribution of
eco-friendly clay Ganapathi idols to the local community.

Background and Rationale

Ganesh Chaturthi is one of the most widely celebrated festivals in India, symbolizing
wisdom, prosperity, and new beginnings. Traditionally, idols of Lord Ganesh are made
from Plaster of Paris (PoP), which, despite its aesthetic appeal, poses serious




environmental hazards. PoP idols do not dissolve easily in water, leading to pollution of
rivers and lakes, harming aquatic life, and disrupting local ecosystems.

Recognizing this challenge, the NSS unit of VKV Government Degree College resolved to
promote eco-friendly alternatives. Clay, being natural and biodegradable, emerged as the
ideal medium. The initiative aimed to:

Encourage sustainable practices during religious festivals

Educate the public on the environmental impact of PoP idols

Empower students with hands-on experience in civic engagement

Strengthen the bond between the college and the local community
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Planning and Preparation

The idea was proposed during an NSS planning meeting in early August, where volunteers
brainstormed ways to integrate environmental awareness with cultural relevance. Under
the guidance of the Principal, NSS Programme Officer and faculty mentors, a detailed
action plan was developed.

Key decisions included:

Sourcing natural clay from local artisans

Conducting idol-making workshop

Creating bilingual awareness materials in Telugu and English

Organizing a public distribution event

Techniques of idol sculpting

Symbolism of Ganapathi iconography

Safe handling and drying methods

Artistic finishing and decoration using natural colours

Students were divided into teams, each responsible for a specific stage of production—clay
preparation, moulding, detailing, drying, and packaging.
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Awareness Campaign

Parallel to the idol-making, students launched a bilingual awareness campaign titled
“Parisarala Pariraksana — Eco Ganapathi”. Components included:

o Posters and pamphlets in Telugu and English

e Social media outreach via YouTube, Facebook, and Twitter

Public Distribution

On the eve of Ganesh Chaturthi, a grand distribution event was held at the college main
gate. Local dignitaries, municipal officials, and community leaders received Ganesh Idols.
Idols were distributed free of cost to families, temples, and schools.

Impact and OQutcomes

The initiative directly prevented the use of PoP idols, thereby:
e Reducing chemical pollution in local water bodies

o Promoting biodegradable materials

o Inspiring eco-conscious behavior among citizens

Educational Impact

Students gained:

« Practical skills in clay modelling and event management

e Deeper understanding of environmental ethics

o Confidence in public speaking and community interaction

o Exposure to interdisciplinary learning—art, ecology, and civic responsibility

Introduction

Seasonal diseases pose a significant public health challenge, especially during the monsoon and transitional
weather periods. In response to rising cases of vector-borne and water-borne illnesses, the NSS Unit of
Viswakavi Vemana Government Degree College, Kothapeta, organized a comprehensive awareness
programme on 23rd August 2025. The session was led by Dr. S. Sri Vidya, a respected Medical Officer ,
Primary Health Center, AVIDI, known for her grassroots health advocacy and community outreach.

This initiative was part of the college’s broader commitment to health education, civic engagement, and
the SASA (Swachh Andhra Swarna Andhra) campaign. The programme aimed to empower students with
knowledge and preventive strategies to combat seasonal diseases such as dengue, malaria, typhoid, cholera,
and viral fevers.




Objectives

% To educate students about common seasonal diseases and their symptoms.
¢ To promote preventive hygiene practices and early diagnosis.
¢ To encourage NSS volunteers to act as health ambassadors in their communities.

% To integrate health awareness with civic responsibility and digital outreach.

Pre-Event Planning

The NSS Programme Officer, Dr.D.CH.PAPARAO in consultation with the Principal and local health
authorities, initiated planning for the event a week in advance. Key preparations included:
Coordination with Dr. S. Sri Vidya, Medical Officer for expert guidance.
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Designing bilingual posters and pamphlets in Telugu and English.
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Mobilizing NSS volunteers for logistics and documentation.
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Setting up the Seminar hall-2 , Beside Central Library with audio-visual aids.

Event Day Activities
Inaugural Session
The programme began with a welcome address by the Principal, Dr. K. P. Raju, who emphasized the
importance of health literacy among youth. He praised the NSS Unit for its proactive role in community
health and introduced Dr. S. Sri Vidya as the guest speaker.
Expert Talk by Dr. S. Sri Vidya
Dr. Sri Vidya, Medical Officer delivered an engaging and informative session on seasonal diseases. Her
talk covered:
% Overview of Seasonal Diseases: Causes, transmission, and vulnerable populations.
% Symptoms and Diagnosis: How to identify early signs of dengue, malaria, typhoid, and viral fevers.
% Preventive Measures: Importance of clean surroundings, mosquito control, safe drinking water, and
personal hygiene.
¢ Nutrition and Immunity: Role of diet in boosting resistance during seasonal transitions.
% Myths vs Facts: Dispelling common misconceptions about disease spread and treatment.
She used real-life case studies and interactive questions to keep students engaged. Her emphasis on
community vigilance and timely medical intervention resonated strongly with the audience.
Interactive Q&A Session
Students actively participated in a Q&A session, raising queries about symptoms, home remedies,
vaccination, and government health schemes. Dr. Sri Vidya patiently addressed each question,
encouraging students to seek professional help rather than rely on unverified sources.
Poster Presentation by NSS Volunteers
A group of NSS students showcased posters they had prepared on seasonal diseases. Themes included:
% “Stop Dengue Before It Starts”
+» “Boil It, Filter It, Drink It — Safe Water Saves Lives”
“Clean Hands, Healthy Body”
“Sgrsreo erfien — edTrgd8 8&e” (Monsoon Precautions — Protection for Health)
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The posters were displayed in the college corridor and shared on social media platforms to extend the reach of
the campaign.

Distribution of Awareness Material

Pamphlets containing key takeaways from the session were distributed to all participants. These
included:

+ Emergency contact numbers

% Tips for maintaining hygiene

+» Information on free health camps and government schemes

Volunteers also took extra copies to distribute in their local communities.

Subgroups in Mathematics

understanding the internal structure of groups. A subgroup is essentially a smaller group nestled
within a larger one, preserving the same operational rules and axioms. This synopsis explores the
definition, properties, types, and applications of subgroups, offering a comprehensive view suitable
for both academic and civic contexts.




Definition and Basic Criteria

Subgroup Tests

To verify whether a subset H of a group G is a subgroup, mathematicians often use the Subgroup
Test:

. Two-Step Test: If H is non-empty and for all a, b € H,ab™! € H, then H is a subgroup.

. Finite Complex Test: If H is finite and closed under the group operation, then H is a subgroup.
These tests simplify the verification process, especially in computational or educational settings.

Types of Subgroups

Subgroups come in various forms, each with unique structural implications: These classifications
help in constructing more complex algebraic structures like quotient groups, homomorphisms, and
group actions.

Examples of Subgroups
1. Integers under Addition: The set of even integers forms a subgroup of set of Integers.
2.  Modular Arithmetic: In Z,, the set of multiples of a divisor d forms a subgroup.
3.  Matrix Groups: The set of invertible matrices under multiplication forms a group;
subsets preserving certain properties (e.g., orthogonality) form subgroups.
These examples bridge theory with real-world applications, especially in coding theory and digital
security.

Theorems and Properties Several key theorems govern the behavior of subgroups:
. Lagrange’s Theorem: The order (number of elements) of a subgroup H divides the order
of the group G.
. Subgroup Transitivity: f H < Kand K < G, then H < G.
. I[dentity and Inverse Preservation: The identity and inverse in a subgroup are the same as
in the parent group.
These properties are essential for proving more advanced results in group theory and for designing
educational assessments.

Subgroups are the building blocks of group theory, offering insight into the internal symmetry and
structure of mathematical systems. Their study not only deepens our understanding of algebra
but also empowers educators, technologists, and civic leaders to apply mathematical reasoning in
practical domains.
