Historical Context

OnlJune 25, 1975, then-President Fakhruddin Ali Ahmed, on the advice of Prime
Minister Indira Gandhi, declared a National Emergency under Article 352 of the Constitution,
citing internal disturbances. This marked the beginning of a 21-month period during which:
e Fundamental rights under Article 19 were suspended.
e Press censorship was imposed, and the Press Council of India was abolished.
e Opposition leaders and activists were jailed without trial.
o Judicial scrutiny of the Prime Minister’s election and Emergency declaration was barred
through constitutional amendments.
Significance of the Day
Declared officially in 2024, Samvidhan Hatya Diwas is intended to:
o Pay tribute to those who suffered and resisted during the Emergency.
o Educate citizens about the importance of constitutional safeguards and democratic
values.

¢ Reaffirm commitment to never allow such authoritarian overreach again.

In this historical background, as per the Circular issued by the Commissioner of Collegiate Education,
Andhra Pradesh, Mangalagiri, the VKV Government Degree College, Kothapeta has organised an
Awareness Programme to educate the students on Samvidhan Hatya Divas. Dr. K. Peddi Raju, Principal
presided over this programme. Ch. Bhavani, Lecturer in History acted as resource person for this
programme. Firstly, Principal and Vice Principal T. Rama Devi briefly addressed the students and staff on
this diva. Later on, resource person delivered an elaborated session on the history, consequences and
subsequent events happened on that time. She also added that incidents that had taken place in Indian
and how a common man oppressed due to this emergency situation. She also added that June 25" 1975
is a black in India for democracy. Faculty Members Dr. D.C.H. Papa Rao, Dr. K. Satyanarayana, Ch. Naga
Rani, B. Vijaya Kumar, K.S.N. Prasad, Ch. Naga Sri Lakshmi, M. Hema Latha and students of various
programmes have attended this awareness programme.
