         shame or embarrassment  
• Preventing a student's academic activities  
• Exploiting a student's services  
• Financial extortion or forcing a student to spend money  
• Physical abuse, including sexual abuse, stripping, or 

causing bodily harm  
• Psychological abuse, including verbal abuse, emails, or public insults  

Ragging can have serious consequences, including depression, anxiety, and suicide. The law 
considers ragging a 
cognizable offense, and 
those found guilty can 
face imprisonment or 
fines. The severity of the 
punishment depends on 
the gravity of the crime.  
Here are some activities 
that can be done to 
prevent ragging:  

Anti-ragging committee 
Institutions can form an 
anti-ragging committee to 
spread awareness and 
prevent ragging. The 
committee can include 
representatives from the 
faculty, parents, and 
seniors. The committee 
can also observe students' 
activities and motivate 

senior students about 
anti-ragging.  
Orientation programs 
Institutions can conduct 
orientation programs for 
freshers and senior 
students to help them 
familiarize themselves 
with the academic 
environment.  



Publicity campaign Institutions can launch a publicity campaign against ragging before the 
academic year starts.  
Leaflets Freshers can be given a printed leaflet with information on how to seek help and 
guidance.  
Surveys Institutions can conduct anonymous surveys among students about ragging.   
Reporting Institutions can encourage reporting of ragging incidents and take strict action 
against those found guilty.  
Admission literature Admission literature can clearly mention that ragging is banned and 
that those who indulge in it will be punished.  
Flash mobs Students can perform flash mobs to promote a ragging-free campus.

SYNOPSIS 

Hermite polynomials are a set of orthogonal polynomials that arise in various areas of 
mathematics and physics. They are particularly important in probability theory, quantum 
mechanics, and numerical analysis. Here are some key points about Hermite polynomials: 
 

1. Definition: Hermite polynomials can be defined using the Rodrigues' formula. There are two common 
forms: the probability’s Hermite polynomials and the physicist's Hermite polynomials.
