Introduction: 

A guest lecture on the topic “PHP & MySQL” was organized by the Department of Computer Science, 

Government Degree College, Ravulapalem, with the esteemed guest speaker M. Rajini, a Lecturer in 

Computer Science. The lecture was aimed at providing students with in-depth knowledge of web 

development technologies, focusing on PHP (Hypertext Preprocessor) and MySQL (a widely-used 

open-source relational database management system). 

Objective: 

The primary objective of the session was to: 

• Introduce students to the core concepts of PHP and MySQL. 

• Explain how these technologies work together to build dynamic, database-driven web 

applications. 

• Provide practical insights and examples of developing simple applications using PHP and 

MySQL. 

Overview of the Lecture: 

1. Introduction to PHP: 

• What is PHP?: The lecture began with an introduction to PHP, describing it as a server-side 

scripting language designed for web development.

• What is MySQL?: Following the PHP introduction, the lecturer explained MySQL as a popular 

open-source relational database used to store and manage data in a structured way. 

• Database Design: Ms. Rajini gave insights into database design, emphasizing tables, rows, 

columns, and keys. 



• SQL Queries: Students were introduced to basic SQL queries, including SELECT, INSERT, 

UPDATE, DELETE, and the importance of relational databases in handling dynamic data. 

3. Connecting PHP with MySQL: 

• PHP-MySQL Integration: The speaker demonstrated how to connect PHP with MySQL using 

PHP’s MySQLi extension and PDO (PHP Data Objects). 

• CRUD Operations: Real-time examples of creating, reading, updating, and deleting (CRUD) 

data using PHP and MySQL were presented to the students, helping them understand the 

practical application of the concepts discussed. 

• Form Handling: The lecturer showed how to use HTML forms to input data and process it 

using PHP and MySQL. 

4. Security Measures in PHP & MySQL: 

• Preventing SQL Injection: Ms. Rajini stressed the importance of securing web applications by 

preventing SQL injection attacks, using prepared statements, and parameterized queries. 

• Data Validation and Sanitization: Techniques for validating and sanitizing user inputs were 

discussed to ensure safe data handling and security.

Students enthusiastically asked questions 

about advanced features of PHP, handling large databases, and career opportunities in web 

development.
